Instructions on How to
Prepare your Block Letters

This package contains five Block Letters with envelopes that the Wilson Bruins
Touchdown Club encourages you to send to relatives, friends, special
acquaintances (e.g., doctor, dentist), neighbors, or anyone else that you would
like to ask that may help contribute to meet the financial commitment for your
son.

1. The Main Block Letter has two locations where you must write your son’s
name. The first location is on the line at the beginning of the opening
paragraph. The second location is on the bottom section on the line that
has “Player’s Name” just below it. Please write legibly so that all
contributions submitted for your son are recorded accurately.

2. Next, there are two sizes of envelopes. One is slightly larger and has
“Wilson Bruins Touchdown Club” printed in the upper left corner. The
other is a smaller plain white envelope that has a printed address label on it
for the Wilson Bruins Touchdown Club.

3. Write your return address on the small white envelope and then place
inside the larger envelope. If you like, you may want to include a stamp on
the small white envelope which may inspire the person to mail it back
sooner!

4. Fold the Block Letter (in thirds) and place inside the larger envelope (with
the smaller white envelope).

5. Write the address of the person you’re sending it to on the front and then
seal the envelope. Don’t forget to place a stamp on this envelope!

6. Please prepare all five Block Letters as stated above and return to Coach
Morales no later than May 17, 2010 (First Day of Spring Practice).
